Dear Parade Participant: 
 
Welcome to the Twelfth Annual Christmas Parade of Horses in Charles Town.  There are a few things we need to keep 
in mind to avoid confusion and to make this parade a success. 
 

1. There will be a $4.00 registration fee to cover parade costs (manure pick-up, postage, etc).  Your fee must be 
paid no later than “check-in”.   Make checks payable to RacknRoll, Inc. 

 
2. Groups must pick a group leader and submit the attached group entry form in addition to individual 

registration. 
 

3. YOU MUST BE “CHECKED IN” NO LATER THAT 1:00 OR YOU WILL NOT BE JUDGED! !  
 
4. We will begin line up at 1:30. 
 
5. Line up will be in numerical order.  If you are not in your assigned spot during the parade, you will not be 

judged. You must be at your assigned spot in the line up by 1:45 
  

6. The parade will start promptly at 2:00.  We will have a police escort along the parade route. 
 
7.  Keep a reasonable distance (20 to 30 feet) between you and/or your group and the person or group in front of 

you. 
 
8  Stay in line.  DO NOT PASS THE PERSON OR GROUP IN FRONT OF YOU. 
 
9. Please DO NOT throw candy, walkers may HAND candy to the spectators. 
 
10.  Please keep your horse under control at all times.  If you have a problem doing this, please excuse yourself 

from the parade. 
 
11.  The judges will be in front of the Post Office at the corner of Washington and George Streets.  Smile for them 

and look your best.  The judges may also be at the corner of George and Congress Streets.  Keep this in mind 
as you go through this intersection. 

 
12. After you return to the parking lot, check the sign next to the entry table to see if you have won an award.  

After everyone has returned and the winners have assembled in front of the sign, we will have a brief awards 
ceremony.
